•  Districts with ATSI schools receive federal improvement funds and 
must meet federal guidelines for approval of expenditures; 



•  Professional Learning Opportunities from various SCDE offices; 
•  Must create goals and evidence-based interventions, practices, 



and strategies that address subgroup performance that led to the 
designation. 



•  Must submit progress monitoring and evaluation report annually 
•  The first cycle of ATSI school identification is 2018-2020. 



Thereafter identification status is a 3-year cycle (e.g. 2020-2023). 
•  Chronically low performing subgroup: If a school’s subgroup 



is identified as low performing for two consecutive cycles, 
the school becomes a CSI school. 
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 Any school with an underperforming subgroup of students 
whose performance is lower than the scores of the all 
student group in the highest performing Priority School. 
•  Race/Ethnicity

•  Districts with TSI schools may receive federal improvement 
funds (if available)  and must meet federal guidelines for 
approval of expenditures; 



•  Professional Learning Opportunities from various SCDE 
offices; 



•  Must create goals and evidence-based interventions, 
practices, and strategies that address subgroup 
performance that led to the designation. 



•  TSI school identification is an annual identification 
beginning in November 2020.  



•  Districts with potential TSI schools receive early warning 
notification in November of 2018 and November of 2019.
