TO AMEND THE SOUTH CAROLINA CODE OF LAWS BY ADDING SECTION 56‑3‑16000 SO AS TO CREATE A SPECIAL LICENSE PLATE FOR MEMBERS OF THE SOUTH CAROLINA EQUINE INDUSTRY.

[bookmark: ns_T56C3N16000_4f2f1e5e0][bookmark: up_4be500c28]	Section 56‑3‑16000.	(A) The Department of Motor Vehicles may issue “South Carolina Equine Industry” special license plates. Each special license plate must be issued or revalidated for a biennial period that expires twenty‑four months from the month the special license plate is issued.
[bookmark: ss_T56C3N16000SB_lv1_2ad005cdc]	(B) This special license plate must be the same size and general design as regular motor vehicle license plates.
[bookmark: ss_T56C3N16000SC_lv1_70c3db1ea]	(C) The requirements for production, collection, and distribution of fees for the plate are those set forth in Section 56‑3‑8100. The biennial fee for each special license plate is thirty dollars plus the regular motor vehicle license fee set forth in Article 5, Chapter 3, Title 56. Any portion of the thirty‑dollar fee in excess of the costs of production and distribution of the license plates must be distributed to the Department of Agriculture for the purpose of promoting of the equine industry in the State.
