She also served as Grand Marshall for Hardeeville-Ridgeland High School in 2017 and is currently an inaugural member of the South Carolina Effective Leaders Fellowship Cohort. Furthermore, as a result of Dr. Young’s great leadership, Agape Family Life Center has received the 2023 Alpha Kappa Alpha Sorority, Inc., Organization Trailblazer Award; and
