Each public institution of higher learning shall provide a report to the Chairman of the House Ways and Means Committee, the Chairman of the Senate Finance Committee, and the Chairman of the State Fiscal Accountability Authority by September thirtieth of each year detailing the utilization of this subsection in the previous fiscal year.
