A bill

to amend the South Carolina Code of Laws by amending Section 16‑3‑1430, relating to Victim assistance services and membership of Victim Services Coordinating Council, so as to replace the representatives of the State Office of Victim Assistance with representatives appointed by the chair of the victim services coordinating council.
