An automobile insurance carrier that offers optional new car replacement coverage for automobiles shall make an offer of such coverage on the optional coverages form provided in Section 38-77-350. For purposes of this chapter, “new car replacement coverage” means coverage of the cost of replacing an insured vehicle that has been totaled with the same vehicle in the event of a covered loss.
