TO AMEND THE SOUTH CAROLINA CODE OF LAWS BY ADDING SECTION 2‑1‑260 SO AS TO CREATE THE CONGRESSIONAL FUND APPROVAL COMMITTEE TO DETERMINE WHICH FEDERAL FUNDS ARE AVAILABLE TO THIS STATE AND TO MAKE RECOMMENDATIONS.

The purpose of the committee is to determine which federal funds are available to this State, the conditions of drawing down such federal funds, and to make recommendations to the appropriate officials as to whether the State should draw down or apply for such funds.
