A concurrent RESOLUTION

to request the Department of Transportation name the portion of Sumter Street in the city of Florence in florence county from its intersection with Alexander Street to its intersection with McQueen Street “Senator Maggie Glover Way” and erect appropriate markers or signs along this portion of highway containing these words.
