TO AMEND THE south carolina CODE OF LAWs BY ADDING SECTION 23-1-250 SO AS TO CREATE A “POLICE BRUTALITY CITIZENS REVIEW COMMITTEE” IN EVERY COUNTY TO INVESTIGATE INSTANCES OF ALLEGED POLICE BRUTALITY AND PUBLISH A REPORT, TO DESIGNATE THE EVIDENCE AVAILABLE FOR THE COMMITTEE’S REVIEW, TO PROVIDE FOR THE COMPOSITION OF THE COMMITTEE, AND TO PROVIDE FOR THE FILLING OF VACANCIES ON THE COMMITTEE.

(A) Each county must establish a citizens review committee that must be known as “Police Brutality Citizens Review Committee” to investigate instances of alleged police brutality occurring within each county’s jurisdiction.

If the committee reviews confidential information, it must maintain the confidentiality of that information; and

The committee must represent the demographic makeup of its county. The committee members serve for a term of four years.
