TO AMEND THE SOUTH CAROLINA CODE OF LAWS BY AMENDING SECTION 59‑1‑375, RELATING TO STUDENT IDENTIFICATION CARDS AND CONTACT INFORMATION FOR NATIONAL SUICIDE PREVENTION LIFELINE, SO AS TO PROVIDE FOR INCLUSION OF PRIVATE SCHOOLS AND SCHOOLS SERVING KINDERGARTEN THROUGH TWELFTH GRADE, AND TO PROVIDE ALTERNATIVE METHODS OF DELIVERY OF INFORMATION FOR SCHOOLS THAT DO NOT ISSUE IDENTIFICATION CARDS.

(A) Any private school or public school, including a charter school, that serves any students in kindergarten the seventh through twelfth grades that issues student identification cards must print on either side of the cards the telephone number for the National Suicide Prevention988 Suicide and Crisis Lifeline.  The school must also print on either side of the cards the social media platform, telephone number, or text number for at least one additional crisis resource selected by the school board, school district, or charter school sponsor pursuant to the available data regarding local school or community needs, including, but not limited to:

The public or private institution of higher learning must also print on either side of the cards the social media platform, telephone number, or text number for at least one additional crisis resource selected by the public or private institution of higher learning pursuant to the available data regarding local school or community needs including, but not limited to:

The information shall be made available to students at the time of registration, and it shall be made available:
