This chart compares the percentage of all candidates for judicial office in a given calendar year who were male against the percentage of all candidates for judicial office in a given calendar year who were female. The average of these percentages over the 22 years represented by the chart shows an average of 93.38% male candidates and an average of 6.62% female candidates per calendar year. 

Chart 2: “1997-2004 Gender Percentages for all Judicial Contests”


This chart compares the percentage of all candidates for judicial office in a given calendar year who were male against the percentage of all candidates for judicial office in a given calendar year who were female. The average of these percentages over the 8 years represented by the chart shows an average of 79.51% male candidates and an average of 20.49% female candidates per calendar year.
