Chart 1: “1975-1996 Race Percentages for all Judicial Contests”


This chart compares the percentage of all candidates for judicial office in a given calendar year who were African-American against the percentage of all candidates for judicial office in a given year who were Caucasian (or any other ethnicity). The average of these percentages over the 22 years represented by the chart shows that an average of 92.17% of judicial candidates were Caucasian (or another ethnicity) and an average of 7.83% of judicial candidates were African-American in a given calendar year. 

Chart 2: “1997-2004 Race Percentages for all Judicial Contests”


This chart compares the percentage of all candidates for judicial office in a given calendar year who were African-American against the percentage of all candidates for judicial office in a given year who were Caucasian (or any other ethnicity). The average of these percentages over the 8 years represented by the chart shows that an average of 86.07% of judicial candidates were Caucasian (or another ethnicity) and an average of 13.93% of judicial candidates were African-American in a given calendar year.

Chart 3: “1975-1996 Election Success Rates by Race for all Judicial Contests”


This chart shows the percentage of African-American candidates who were elected as a percentage of the total number of African-American candidates competing for judicial office in that calendar year. The chart also shows the percentage of Caucasian (or other) candidates who were elected as a percentage of the total number of Caucasian (or other) candidates competing for judicial office in that calendar year. The average of these percentages over the 22 years represented in the chart shows that an average of 67.62% of Caucasian (or other) candidates were elected and an average of 52.60% of African-American candidates were elected in a given calendar year. 

Chart 4: “1997-2004 Election Success Rates by Race for all Judicial Contests”


This chart shows the percentage of African-American candidates who were elected as a percentage of the total number of African-American candidates competing for judicial office in that calendar year. The chart also shows the percentage of Caucasian (or other) candidates who were elected as a percentage of the total number of Caucasian (or other) candidates competing for judicial office in that calendar year. The average of these percentages over the 8 years represented in the chart shows that an average of 50.34% of Caucasian (or other) candidates were elected and an average of 25.12% of African-American candidates were elected in a given calendar year.

Chart 5: “1975-1996 Election Success Rates by Race where no Incumbent Present in Contest”


This chart shows the percentage of African-American candidates who were elected as a percentage of the total number of African-American candidates competing for judicial office in that calendar year. The chart also shows the percentage of Caucasian (or other) candidates who were elected as a percentage of the total number of Caucasian (or other) candidates competing for judicial office in that calendar year. This chart only shows results from contests in which no incumbent was present. The average of these percentages over the 22 years represented in the chart shows that an average of 47.78% of Caucasian (or other) candidates were elected and an average of 34.92% of African-American candidates were elected in a given calendar year. 

Chart 6: “ 1997-2004 Election Success Rates by Race where no Incumbent Present in Contest”


This chart shows the percentage of African-American candidates who were elected as a percentage of the total number of African-American candidates competing for judicial office in that calendar year. The chart also shows the percentage of Caucasian (or other) candidates who were elected as a percentage of the total number of Caucasian (or other) candidates competing for judicial office in that calendar year. This chart only shows results from contests in which no incumbent was present. The average of these percentages over the 8 years represented in the chart shows that an average of 26.96% of Caucasian (or other) candidates were elected and an average of 10.76% of African-American candidates were elected in a given calendar year.
