1. CALL TO ORDER
The Chairman called the meeting to order at 11:03 a.m.
2. FREEDOM OF INFORMATION ACT COMPLIANCE
Public notification of this meeting has been published, posted, and mailed in compliance with the Freedom of Information Act
3. APPROVAL OF AGENDA
Donna London requested to add New Business Item E. Discussion of a Continuing Education Concern.  There was no objection.
4. NEW BUSINESS
a. Election of Officers

Donna London moved to nominate Steve Riley as Chairman and Dennis Lambries as Vice Chairman.  Barry Nocks seconded.  The motion was approved by a vote of 4-0.

b. Approval of Minutes for the SCPEAC meeting of December 14, 2009.

Dennis Lambries moved to approve.  Donna London seconded.  The minutes were approved by a vote of 4-0.
c. Review and Approval of the 2009 Annual Report

Barry Nocks moved to approve.  Donna London seconded.  The annual report was approved by a vote of 4-0. 
d. Discussion Item with South Carolina Association of Counties (SCAC): “Opportunities for delivering training through Video on Demand services”
Kathy Williams with the Association of Counties presented information on a new SCETV Video On Demand program.  The SCAC is planning to migrate as much of its training materials as possible for a variety of reasons, including improved customer service and cost savings.  The SCPEAC members were favorably inclined to this delivery method as long as it is made clear that Facilitators (or coordinators in the case of Continuing Education) were still required and that the other conditions and requirements were conveyed to potential users.  It was agreed that no vote was needed as this was primarily a change in the method of delivering the content; not a change in the content of the Orientation Training.

e. Discussion of a Continuing Education Concern

Donna London shared a message she had received from a jurisdiction where board and commission members were objecting to the training requirements and suggesting that continuing education offerings in their own profession should count; as should meetings with consultants.  After some discussion it was agreed that Donna would respond and suggest that the particular individual seek approval for specific continuing education offerings or that his professional association seek approval as an approved sponsor of continuing education programs.  Likewise, if a consultant made a formal presentation, then an application to have that presentation approved as a continuing education offering should be submitted.  Donna would also remind the jurisdiction of the greatly expanded list of pre-approved continuing education offerings.
