1. CALL TO ORDER
The Chairman called the meeting to order at 10:01 a.m. 
2. FREEDOM OF INFORMATION ACT COMPLIANCE
Public notification of this meeting has been published, posted, and mailed in compliance with the Freedom of Information Act.
3. APPROVAL OF AGENDA

Phil England requested that we discuss the list of previously approved programs.  It was agreed that this would be added as an item of New Business.
4. APPROVAL OF MINUTES
a. Donna London moved to approve the minutes of the January 25, 2006 regular meeting.  Terry Farris seconded and the motion was approved by a vote of 3-0-2.  Dennis Lambries and Phil England abstained as they were not at the meeting.
b. Phil England moved to approve the minutes of the March 21, 2006 conference call meeting.  Terry Farris seconded.  Donna London asked that the minutes be amended to reflect the discussion regarding training for Proctors.  The maker and seconder agreed and the motion was approved by a vote of 4-0-1, with Dennis Lambries abstaining.


5. CHAIRMAN’S REPORT
There was no report.

6. REPORTS FROM MEMBERS
There were no reports.

7. OLD BUSINESS
a)
Consideration of SCAC application for continuing education class

i. Strategic Planning (continued from March 21st meeting)
On motion by Donna London, second by Dennis Lambries, approval was granted unanimously.  
8. NEW BUSINESS

a)
Consideration of SCAC application for continuing education classes
i. Introduction to Geographic Information Systems
Terry Farris moved to approve and Dennis Lambries seconded.  A question was asked about the planned rebroadcast schedule.  Kathy Williams explained that they do not like to discuss this until after the first live broadcast as they want to encourage maximum participation in the initial course.  The motion was approved unanimously.

ii. Ethics is more than the law
A motion to approve was made by Terry Farris and seconded by Phil England.  Donna London commented that she was glad to see the focus of this program was not on the law alone.  The motion was approved unanimously.

b) Consideration of a proposed approval process for MASC and SCAC Continuing Education Programs.
Dennis Lambries moved to approve the revised process and Phil England seconded.  Kathy Williams asked for clarification and Steve Riley explained that the major difference was that approvals would not be contingent on a later review of the speaker’s credentials nor the course materials.  The SCPEAC would be expressing its faith in the ability of these two organizations to find the best speakers and to put on quality programs.  The motion was approved unanimously.
Several members expressed their views that additional exemptions should not be granted.   That everyone can benefit from training.


c) Review of approval process for all Continuing Education Program requests.
It was noted that the web page link for approved Continuing Education Programs needs to be expanded to include all APA courses as well as the SCAC courses previously approved and approved today.

There was a question about whether jurisdictions could do in-house training for the Continuing Education component. It was agreed that they could do this, provided they submitted an application and received approval from the Committee.

A question was raised about whether APA books or audio tapes could be used – at home – to count towards Continuing Education credit.  It was agreed that it was not the intent to allow self-study or self-directed books, courses, or tapes to count toward Continuing Education credit.
Related questions were raised about the need for proctors in Continuing Education Programs and whether audio tapes could be used in a group setting.  After much discussion, Terry Farris made the following motion:
· The intent of the approval exemption granted to APA, SCAPA, and PAB-accredited schools was as regards their seminars and conferences.

· No books or self-directed (home) study shall count toward either the Orientation or Continuing Education requirements.

· Any Continuing Education Program that is conducted on site, such as a rebroadcast of a program originally conducted with an instructor and a live audience, or intended to be conducted using a DVD or other media, needs to have a Coordinator present.

· All Coordinators must meet the following requirements:

· Be in a position of authority

· Have a working knowledge of the subject as it pertains to the jurisdiction

· Have knowledge of the jurisdiction(s) attending the presentation

· Be able to facilitate discussion

· Be able to confirm attendance of participants

· Coordinators need not meet the exemption requirements of the State Code (as is required of Proctors for Orientation Program presentations)
· Audio tapes may be used if a Coordinator is present.  

Several members expressed their views that additional exemptions should not be granted.   That everyone can benefit from training.


Dennis Lambries seconded the motion and it was approved unanimously.

d) Consideration of a request for exemption for Registered Architects from the State educational requirements.
On a motion by Dennis Lambries, seconded by Phil England, the requested exemption was denied.

e) Request for approval of the SCAPA/Planning Academy/Clemson Department of Landscape Architecture 2 ½ Day Summer Course as qualifying for the Orientation Training Requirements of the Law
Terry Farris recused himself from this matter as he had been one of the instructors of this program.  Donna London made a motion to approve which was seconded by Phil England.  Dennis Lambries expressed his concerns about granting retroactive approvals.  Other members expressed similar concerns but felt the application was limited in who it would apply to and that the Planning Academy Course had also received retroactive approval.  Following discussion, the motion was approved by a vote of 3 – 1.

f) Discussion of previously approved programs.
Phil England raised a question about the web page and its section on approved programs.  It was agreed that it needed to be updated to reflect the exemption for APA-provided continuing education programs. The programs approved for SCAC also need to be reflected.

A question was raised about whether the link for SCAPA was the correct one and whether more specific links could be obtained for PAB-approved schools, APA, MASC and SCAC.  Donna London agreed to find out the best link for SCAPA and Steve Riley agreed to contact APA, SCAC, and MASC.  Steve and his Staff will then work with the webmaster.

9. ADJOURNMENT
Kathy Williams provided feedback received from participants in their Orientation Training Program.
There being no other business, the Chairman declared the meeting adjourned at 11:02 AM.
