1. CALL TO ORDER
The Chairman called the telephone conference meeting to order at 2:03 p.m.
2. FREEDOM OF INFORMATION ACT COMPLIANCE
Public notification of this meeting has been published, posted, and mailed in compliance with the Freedom of Information Act

3. APPROVAL OF AGENDA
There were no changes to the agenda.
4. NEW BUSINESS
a. Consideration of a request for accreditation of the S.C. Land Use Conference as qualifying for the Continuing Education Program.

Terry Farris moved to approve a one time retroactive accreditation of this conference.

Donna London seconded the motion.  The motion was approved with a vote of 4-0.

Chairman Riley recused himself from the discussion of New Business Items 4.b and 4.c. due to a conflict of interest.  Vice-Chairman Dennis Lambries chaired the rest of the meeting.

b. Consideration of the Town of Hilton Head Island Application for accreditation of Orientation Program for Board and Staff Members.
Donna London moved to approve the Orientation Program for Board and Staff Members submitted by the Town of Hilton Head Island.  Terry Ferris seconded the motion.  
During the discussion, it was emphasized that this orientation program is intended for board members and employees of the Town of Hilton Head Island.  The number and unique qualifications of the staff members who will be conducting this program, as well as the program’s focus on issues of concern to the Town of Hilton Head Island, were mentioned as critical elements for any approval.  
The motion was approved with a vote of 3-0.  This orientation program is approved for a period of five years.  It is approved only for board members and staff of the Town of Hilton Head Island.  It is NOT approved for use as an ‘open subscription’ program.
NOTE:  Phil England joined the conference call at the beginning of the discussion of agenda item 4.c.
c. Consideration of the Town of Hilton Head Island Application for accreditation of Continuing Education for Board and Staff Members.
Phil England moved to approve the Continuing Education for Board and Staff Members submitted by the Town of Hilton Head Island.  Donna London seconded the motion. 

During the discussion, Jill Foster from the Town of Hilton Head Island joined the conversation.  Rather than an individual continuing education program, this proposal is for a two-year curriculum which will include each of the 14 individual topics addressed in the application.  It is designed for board members and staff of the Town of Hilton Head Island.  It is not intended for use as an ‘open subscription’ program.  Each board and staff member will be expected to complete the entire two-year curriculum. 
The motion was approved with a vote of 4-0.  The continuing education curriculum is approved for a period of four years.
5. ADJOURNMENT
There being no further business to discuss, Vice Chairman Dennis Lambries adjourned the meeting at 2:15 p.m.
