6. Consideration of adoption of a consent agenda approach for Continuing Education Courses.
Dennis Lambries moved for approval.  Donna London seconded.  Following discussion, it was agreed to clarify the motion to explain that the Committee would take ten working days to review and comment on applications for accreditation.  Upon receipt of an application, the Chairman or his representative would send an e-mail to confirm receipt by all committee members and to set a deadline for comments.  Absent any negative comments or request for Committee review, the application shall be considered to be approved.  Formal, after-the-fact, approval would be accomplished through the use of a consent agenda at the next regularly scheduled quarterly meeting.  The new application form for local officials’ certification of need should also be amended to provide for a ten working day review.  The motion was approved as clarified by a vote of 5-0.
