1. CALL TO ORDER

The Chairman called the telephone conference meeting to order at 10:30 a.m.

NEW BUSINESS
a.
Consideration of the MASC/SCAPA/SCARC Orientation Program Proposal
Several questions were raised by members of the Committee and answered by the representatives from MASC.  Ms. Viers reported that the DVDs are expected to be available in October and would be provided to the Committee at that time.  Ms. Viers suggested that a list of approved facilitators would be provided as soon as possible and updated every January thereafter.

Terry Farris made a motion to approve the MASC/SCAPA/SCARC application based on the outline prepared by the Chair.  Dennis Lambries seconded.  Several minor changes were made to the document, which is attached (as amended) for reference and made a part of these minutes.  Following discussion, the motion was approved on a vote of 5-0.

b. Consideration of the Program Materials for Part II of the SCAC Orientation Program: Understanding Key Concepts in Planning and Zoning.

Phil England made a motion to approve, contingent on review of a final version of the presentation being prepared by Harold LeaMond.  The motion was seconded by Donna London.  Terry Farris was not able to participate in the remainder of this conference call meeting.

Two concerns were raised about the portion of Michael Criss’ presentation dealing with studies of the increase in development over time in the Charleston area.  The first was that a note be included that these were broad-brushed studies and provide an indication of the amount of development that has occurred over time but are not sufficiently detailed to be relied upon as absolutes.  The second was whether reference should be to “developed area” instead of “impervious surfaces.”  It was agreed that these issues would be raised in the approval letter to SCAC
Following discussion, the motion was approved by a vote of 4-0.

It was also suggested that a letter be drafted and sent on behalf of the Committee thanking all of the presenters who have volunteered their time to make these two orientation programs work.   The Chair agreed to do this.

Dennis Lambries moved to adjourn the meeting at 11:00 a.m.  Phil England seconded.  The motion passed with a vote of 4-0.
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
