1. CALL TO ORDER
The Chairman called the meeting to order at 11:03 a.m.

2. FREEDOM OF INFORMATION ACT COMPLIANCE
Public notification of this meeting has been published, posted, and mailed in compliance with the Freedom of Information Act
3. APPROVAL OF AGENDA
4. NEW BUSINESS
a. Consideration of a request by the Berkeley-Charleston-Dorchester Council of Government for accreditation of the Southeast Watershed Forum’s Building Sustainable Communities as a Continuing Education Course.
Donna London moved to approve and Phil England seconded.  The committee members noted that they had not received copies of the power point hand outs with the application.  The applicant explained that the handouts were not available at this time.

The motion to approve was passed by a vote of 4-0 on the condition that the Chairman would receive a copy of the handouts as soon as they were available.  
b. Consideration of a request for accreditation of the S.C. Department of Archives and History’s Law and The Local Preservation Commission as a Continuing Education Course.
Donna London moved to approve and Phil England seconded.  Donna noted that she had also received an application for status as approved sponsor from the applicant and clarified that the only matter before the committee was consideration of the above titled continuing education course.  The committee members concurred.  

The motion to approve the course was passed by a vote of 4-0.

c. Consideration of a request for accreditation of the Upstate Forever’s Creating Partnerships for Healthy Communities: The Priority Investment Act and School Facility Planning as a Continuing Education Course.
Dennis Lambries moved to approve and Donna London seconded.  Phil England noted that he had not received the application so he would abstain from the discussion and vote.  

The applicant previously advised the committee members that presenters did not provide power points until right before the conference.  The committee voted 3-0 with one abstention to approve the course on the condition that a CD of the power point presentations would be submitted to Chairman Steve Riley as soon as it was available.
