A BILL TO AMEND THE CODE OF LAWS OF SOUTH CAROLINA, 1976, BY ADDING SECTION 16-15-311 SO AS TO
PERMIT COUNTIES OR MUNICIPALITIES TO HOLD REFERENDUMS, UPON PASSAGE OF AN ORDINANCE, TO
DETERMINE WHETHER OR NOT THE QUALIFIED ELECTORS THEREOF CONSIDER NUDE OR SEMI-NUDE DANCING
IN A PUBLIC PLACE OR IN ANY OTHER PLACE WITHIN THAT COUNTY OR MUNICIPALITY WHICH IS READILY VISIBLE
