Categorically Needy Eligible Groups.

Synopsis:
The proposed amendment provides for the addition of a categorically needy Medicaid coverage group which extends benefits to disabled children age 18 or under who would be Medicaid eligible if in a medical institution; who meet the Supplemental Security Income definition of disability; and who can be appropriately and cost effectively cared for at home.  Section 129.66 of the 1994 Appropriations Act provided for the addition of this coverage group.

Certain disabled children age 18 or under who are living at home.


(1)
Children eligible for Medicaid under this category are children who:



(a)
live at home;



(b)
would be eligible for Medicaid under the plan if they were in a medical institution;



(c)
meet the Supplemental Security Income definition of disability; and



(d)
have been determined by the State to meet the requirements of Section 1902(e)(3)(B) of the Social Security Act regarding the appropriateness and cost effectiveness of care.


(2)
Only the income and resources of the children are considered in the financial eligibility determination.  Financial eligibility is determined in accordance with Title XIX of the Social Security Act and federal regulations promulgated in accordance therewith.

Fiscal Impact Statement:
The State Health and Human Services Finance Commission estimates that there will be no additional costs incurred by the State and its political subdivisions in complying with the proposed amendment because currently used State dollars will be converted to State/Federal matching dollars.
