61-26.  Retail Food Store.

Synopsis:
The Department has consolidated health and sanitation provisions related to retail food store operations in accordance with the guidelines of the U.S. Food and Drug Administration in recently amended R.61-25, Retail Food Establishments.  R.61-26, Retail Food Store, is now obsolete.  Permitting and inspection of convenience stores which sell only prepackaged foods are no longer required.  In the interest of effective government, repeal of R.61-26 is necessary to avoid regulatory redundancy and confusion.The Department of Health and Environmental Control proposes to repeal Regulation 61-26, Retail Food Store.

Instructions:
Repeal in its entirety Regulation 61-26, Retail Food Store.
