Uniform Classification and Territorial Plan--Automobile

Synopsis:
Section 38-73-720 of the South Carolina Code authorizes the Director of Insurance to fix, establish, and promulgate class and territorial plans via order.  See S. C. CODE ANN. Section 38-73-720 (Supp. 1995).  The Director of Insurance repeals this regulation (69-13.4) establishing risk classifications and territories for automobile insurance and will promulgate these revised plans by order as provided by this section.  Because these plans should be established by order, rather than promulgated in an agency regulation, the Director of Insurance has repealed Regulation 69-13.4.

Instructions: R.69-13.4 is repealed in its entirety.

69-13.4

The Uniform Classification and Territorial Plan - Automobile regulation is repealed in its entirety.  The classification and territorial plans will be promulgated via order of the Director.
