R43-250.  Instructional Materials.

Synopsis:
The repeal of Regulation 43-250, Instructional Materials, will allow the State Board of Education to eliminate unnecessary regulations where possible.  This regulation requires school districts to annually spend a minimum amount of money per pupil for audio visual materials such as 8mm films and filmstrips.  This regulation is obsolete.  Decisions as to the level of funding and the method of instruction are best made by those closest to the students.

Instructions:  Repealed in its entirety.

Text:  R43-250, Instructional Materials, is hereby repealed.

Fiscal Impact Statement:

The South Carolina Department of Education estimates that there will be no additional cost incurred by the State and its political subdivisions in complying with the repeal of Regulation 43-250.

Statement of Need and Reasonableness:
To provide relief from state regulations and give as much control and flexibility as possible to local school districts.
