Synopsis:

The South Carolina Department of Education, Office of Organizational Development, proposes to repeal Regulation 43-253, School Libraries, in its entirety.  This regulation addresses half-time and full-time library/media specialists, hours of operation for school libraries, numbers of books, etc.  The State Department of Education recommends that this regulation be repealed and that revised language be merged into proposed amended State Board of Education Regulation R43-205 (Professional Personnel Qualifications and Duties).  Revised language allows for greater local control and flexibility.  References to Adult Education were merged into R43-259, Graduation Requirements.

Instructions:  R.43-253 is repealed in its entirety.
