R43-54.  Additional Areas of Certification

Synopsis:


The State Board of Education promulgated amendments to Regulation 43-54, Additional Areas of Certification.  The regulation will clarify requirements for those individuals seeking a teaching certificate in South Carolina as addressed below:


(1)
The promulgated amendment will eliminate redundancy regarding a teacher education program.


(2)
The promulgated amendment will clarify the language regarding score reports.


(3)
The promulgated amendment inserts the name of the office.

Instructions:  This regulation is being amended and will read as follows:

Text:

R43-54.  Additional Areas of Certification

Additional areas of certification may be added to a valid Professional South Carolina teaching credential.  To add an additional area, an applicant must:

1.
Complete the requirements established for certification area as adopted by the State Board of Education.
2.
Submit the required score on the teaching area examination(s).
3.
Submit a written request and all required documentation to the Office of Teacher Education, Certification and Evaluation for the additional area of certification.
