BOARD OF PHARMACY

CHAPTER 99


Statutory Authority: 1976 Code Section 40-43-83

Synopsis:

This new regulation establishes facility permit classifications as required by Section 40-43-83 of the Pharmacy Practice Act.  The Board regulates pharmacies, clinics, wholesalers, manufacturers, distributors, and mail order pharmacies of legend drugs and devices located in South Carolina and those located outside of  South Carolina whose primary business is mail order pharmacy.  This  regulation establishes the requirements for different types of permits for the different pharmaceutical operations.

Text: 
99-43.  Facility Permit Classifications.


The Board of Pharmacy issues the following types of facility permits:



A.
Pharmacy Permit - This permit authorizes a facility to dispense legend drugs and devices to a patient or the patient=s agent.  A Pharmacy Permit requires a pharmacist-in-charge.



B.
Non-Dispensing Drug Outlet Permit - This permit authorizes a facility to administer and store legend drugs.  Facilities requiring a Non-Dispensing Drug Outlet Permit include, but are not limited to, clinics, wholesalers, manufacturers, and distributors.  A Non-Dispensing Drug Outlet Permit requires a consultant pharmacist, unless the facility is engaged in manufacturing, wholesaling, or distributing.

C.
Medical Gases/Legend Devices Permit - This permit authorizes a facility to dispense to a patient or patient's agent medical gases and legend devices on the order of a licensed practitioner.  A Medical Gases/Legend Devices Permit requires a consultant pharmacist.



D.
Non-resident Pharmacy Permit - This permit authorizes facilities outside of this State whose primary business is filling mail order prescriptions to engage in the sale, distribution, or dispensing of legend drugs or devices in this State.

Fiscal Impact Statement:  There will be no cost incurred by the State or any political subdivision.
