30-12.A(2)(l)
Private single-residence docks longer than 500 feet over the critical area are prohibited.  This measurement is inclusive of pierheads, floats, boatlifts, ramps, mooring pilings, and other associated structures.  Community docks over 750 feet over the critical area are prohibited.
