Amend Title To Conform

Be it enacted by the General Assembly of the State of South Carolina:

SECTION
1.
Under the provisions of Paragraph 72.15, Part IB of Act 458 of 1996, technical colleges as well as state-supported colleges and universities may offer educational fee waivers to no more than two percent of their undergraduate student body.
