A CONCURRENT RESOLUTION
COMMENDING AND THANKING BRIGADIER GENERAL (RETIRED) HAZEL ANNE JOHNSON FOR HER MANY YEARS OF DISTINGUISHED SERVICE TO THE GENERAL ASSEMBLY, TO THE STATE OF SOUTH CAROLINA, AND TO THE UNITED STATES OF AMERICA.

Whereas, Brigadier General (Retired) Hazel Anne Johnson has spent sixteen years of exemplary service as a legislative nurse for the General Assembly; and

Whereas, she has been awarded the United States Legion of Merit, has received the annual Brigadier General (Retired) William C.
