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A BILL
TO AMEND SECTION 61-2-160, CODE OF LAWS OF SOUTH CAROLINA, 1976, RELATING TO THE PROHIBITION AGAINST ISSUING, RENEWING, OR TRANSFERRING A LICENSE OR PERMIT UNDER TITLE 61 IF DELINQUENT TAXES, PENALTIES, OR INTEREST ARE DUE, SO AS TO DELETE REFERENCES TO THE FEDERAL GOVERNMENT.

Be it enacted by the General Assembly of the State of South Carolina:

SECTION
1.
Section 61-2-160 of the 1976 Code is amended to read:


“Section 61-2-160.
No license or permit under this title may be issued, renewed, or transferred unless the department and the Internal Revenue Service determine determines that the applicant does not owe the State or federal government delinquent taxes, penalties, or interest.  If the department or the Internal Revenue Service determine  determines that delinquent taxes, penalties, or interest are due, the department must notify the applicant of the necessary requirements to comply with this section.”

SECTION
2.
This act takes effect upon approval by the Governor.
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
