Whereas, he is a member of a number of professional associations and has numerous professional and community activities to his credit; he has worked hard for excellence in South Carolina education and has been devoted to his duties and responsibilities as an educator and administrator; he is widely respected and admired for his abilities, vision, leadership, and accomplishments and is highly deserving of recognition and thanks for all that he has achieved and contributed to public education, his chosen profession.
