Be it enacted by the General Assembly of the State of South Carolina:

Section 24-3-550(B) of the 1976 Code, as last amended by Act 124 of 1997, is further amended to read:


“(B)
The counsel for the convict and a minister of the gospel may be present.  However, the convict may substitute one person for either his counsel or the minister, or a person for his counsel and a person for the minister.”
