The terms of appointed members are for five years and until their successors are appointed and qualify.  Vacancies must be filled in the manner of the original appointment for the unexpired portion of the term only.  The board shall elect a chairman, a vice-chairman, a secretary, and those other officers as it considers necessary.  The board may appoint a treasurer who shall give bond in that amount as the board may require and he shall receive and pay out all monies as directed by the board.  The board shall adopt an official seal and shall keep minutes of all meetings and records of all transactions."/

/(G) Nothing in this section prevents a tenderer who is a railroad or a rail intermodal carrier and a motor carrier operator from agreeing to a different allocation of responsibility for compliance of a vehicle with the requirements of this section when the vehicle is owned or has been in the possession of or under the control of a railroad or rail intermodal carrier.  This subsection does not apply to Section 56-5-4170(E)./


Amend title to conform.


Rep. TOWNSEND explained the amendment.
