Amend Title To Conform

Be it enacted by the General Assembly of the State of South Carolina:

SECTION
1.
The 1976 Code is amended by adding:


“Section 23‑3‑415.

The State Law Enforcement Division is responsible for funding each county sheriff’s site preparation costs as part of a statewide computerized sex offender registry network developed by the division.  Each sheriff must use the funding for the installation of a backdrop and lights, configuration of a room to accommodate a computer and camera, and storage.”

This act takes effect upon approval by the Governor.
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
