Baruch Institute, then as a teaching assistant with the University of South Carolina and lastly rising to one of the highest management positions with DHEC’s Office of Environmental Control; and

Whereas, throughout his career, he ably represented the Department of Health and Environmental Control on many difficult and important committees, task forces, and councils; and nationally, he represented the State of South Carolina on issues of State, regional, national, and international importance; and

Whereas, through his involvement in national, state, and local issues he maintained his desire to be a professional who could make a difference in the lives of his neighbors and his State.  Now, therefore,

Be it resolved by the Senate:

That the members of the Senate recognize, commend, honor, and express their gratitude to Chester E.
