Whereas, he was very active in community and civic matters; he served as an assistant school board trustee of District Four in Lexington County and was a key member of that district’s school integration movement; he was also a member of the NAACP, serving as one of the original members of the First Branch of the Swansea Chapter of that association; and

Whereas, in 1932, Mr. Hall married Miss Inez Rumph, his loving wife of sixty‑seven years, and to this blessed union were born nine children; and

Whereas, Jackie Hall was a pillar of his community; he was respected and admired by all who knew him; he was devoted to his family and to the church and will be greatly missed.  Now, therefore,

Be it resolved by the Senate:
