A CONCURRENT RESOLUTION

TO EXPRESS THE CONGRATULATIONS OF THE MEMBERS OF THE GENERAL ASSEMBLY OF THE STATE OF SOUTH CAROLINA TO BOY SCOUT TROOP 159 OF SIMPSONVILLE, SOUTH CAROLINA, UPON ITS FIFTIETH ANNIVERSARY AND TO COMMEND THE TROOP’S LEADERS, VOLUNTEERS, AND SUPPORTERS FOR PROVIDING THE SCOUTING PROGRAM TO THE YOUTH OF THE GOLDEN STRIP.

Whereas, Boy Scout Troop 159 of Simpsonville, South Carolina, was organized in 1950, and has consistently espoused the importance of character, citizenship, and personal development; and
