Be it enacted by the General Assembly of the State of South Carolina:

“Section 39‑41‑295.
A service station or convenience store that sells gasoline and food or beverages shall provide a restroom for use by the public; provided, that this section applies only to such service stations and convenience stores constructed on and after July 1, 2000.”

Except as otherwise specifically provided in this act, this act takes effect upon approval by the Governor.
