SUMMARY AS SUBMITTED

BY PROMULGATING AGENCY.


The State Board of Education promulgated amendments to Regulation 43‑260, Use and Dissemination of Test Results.  The regulation will include language for all statewide testing programs.  The regulation will change language that limits the applicability of the regulation to only statewide testing programs under the South Carolina Education Finance Act and the Basic Skills Assessment Program.  The regulation will include language so that the regulation complies with the South Carolina Education Accountability Act of 1998.  Language that refers to the release of data by the State in accordance with the provisions of the South Carolina Freedom of Information Act and that prohibits release of data by the State prior to receipt of the data by local schools and districts is being deleted.
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
