Whereas, the pastor, deacons, trustees, members, and all related ministries work harmoniously to provide a warm Christian sanctuary for this community and to touch the lives of all who come to worship; and

Whereas, the church’s affiliation with the Wateree Lower Division Baptist Association and the Wateree Union Lower Division of Sumter County, the Baptist Education and Mission Convention, as well as the Congress of Christian Education of South Carolina enables the church to receive Christian support throughout the State.
