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A HOUSE RESOLUTION

TO COMMEND WILLIAM T. (BILL) GREGORY FOR HIS EFFORTS IN ENCOURAGING INDUSTRIAL DEVELOPMENT IN CLARENDON COUNTY AND SOUTH CAROLINA AND TO CONGRATULATE HIM ON BEING DESIGNATED AN AMBASSADOR OF ECONOMIC DEVELOPMENT FOR SOUTH CAROLINA.

Whereas, on Thursday, May 20, 1999, Governor James H. Hodges and Commerce Secretary Charles S. Way, Jr. honored William T. (Bill) Gregory, General Manager of Land Promotions, Inc., at the Governor’s Mansion, recognizing him as an Ambassador of Economic Development for South Carolina; and
