A BILL

TO AMEND SECTION 11‑11‑440, CODE OF LAWS OF SOUTH CAROLINA, 1976, RELATING TO LIMITATIONS ON GENERAL TAX INCREASES AND NEW GENERAL TAXES, SO AS TO REQUIRE A TWO‑THIRDS VOTE OF THE ELECTED MEMBERSHIP OF EACH HOUSE OF THE GENERAL ASSEMBLY FOR THE IMPOSITION OF A NEW OR INCREASED TAX.

Be it enacted by the General Assembly of the State of South Carolina:

SECTION
1.
Section 11‑11‑440(A) of the 1976 Code is amended to read:


“(A)
The General Assembly may not provide for any a general tax increase or enact a new general taxes tax in the permanent provisions of the State annual general appropriation appropriations act or acts supplemental thereto, to it. and any such  A general tax increases increase or a new general taxes must tax may be enacted only by separate act passed by a vote of at least two‑thirds of the elected membership of the House of Representatives and two‑thirds of the elected membership of the Senate.”

This act takes effect July 1, 2000.
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
