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A JOINT RESOLUTION

TO APPROVE REGULATIONS OF THE DEPARTMENT OF LABOR, LICENSING AND REGULATION, BOARD OF PHARMACY, RELATING TO THE REPEAL OF REGULATIONS 99-1 THROUGH 99-42; TO AMEND REGULATION 99-15 TO REQUIRE PHARMACISTS TO DISPLAY ANNUAL RENEWAL CERTIFICATES, DESIGNATED AS REGULATION DOCUMENT NUMBER 2468, PURSUANT TO THE PROVISIONS OF ARTICLE 1, CHAPTER 23, TITLE 1 OF THE 1976 CODE.

Be it enacted by the General Assembly of the State of South Carolina:

SECTION
1.
The regulations of the Department of Labor, Licensing and Regulation, Board of Pharmacy, relating to the repeal of Regulations 99-1 through 99-42; to amend Regulation 99-15 to require pharmacists to display annual renewal certificates, designated as Regulation Document Number 2468, and submitted to the General Assembly pursuant to the provisions of Article 1, Chapter 23, Title 1 of the 1976 Code, are approved.

This joint resolution takes effect upon approval by the Governor.

SUMMARY AS SUBMITTED

BY PROMULGATING AGENCY.

The Board of Pharmacy repealed Regulations 99‑1 through 99‑14 and 99‑16 through 99‑42. These regulations are covered in the new Pharmacy Practice Act enacted May, 1998, and the Department of Labor, Licensing and Regulation Engine Act (Section 40‑1‑10, et seq. of the 1976 Code of Laws of South Carolina, as amended).   Regulation 99‑15 is amended to require pharmacists to post their annual renewal certificates in public view.
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
