Whereas, point guard Tasha Cook overcame a three‑week layoff due to a broken foot to earn a medley of state, district, and regional honors, including statewide All‑Star, Class 4‑A Girls’ Player of the Year, and winner of the Nick Gaffney Memorial Trophy from District 7 basketball officials, before recently penning an agreement to play for the University of South Carolina Lady Gamecocks; and
