Whereas, the House of Representatives extends its gratitude to the staff of the Rainbow Child Care and Kindergarten for their dedication, loving care and the excellent academic foundation they provide to the Rainbow students.  The director is Joyce Jordan‑Smith; her husband, Reverend Ernest Smith, is the assistant director; their daughter, Kimberly Joy Smith, teaches Spanish and gives computer instruction; and Ernest Carlton is the aide who works in every area of the school and is an excellent role model for the “little rainbows”.
