BY PROMULGATING AGENCY.

The State Board of Education promulgated amendments to Regulation 43‑55, Renewal of Credentials.  The regulation clarifies requirements for those individuals seeking a teaching certificate in South Carolina.  The proposed amendment:


(1)
provides the closing date of the validity period;


(2)
specifies the length of time for a regular credential after holding a temporary credential;


(3)
clarifies the name of the office;


(4)
clarifies the renewal credit requirements by eliminating redundancy and using concise language;


(5)
clarifies language for credit earned through college courses;


(6)
clarifies language, identifies the name of the office and level of acceptable accreditation;


(7)
provides correct grammar in the regulation;


(8)
inserts the name of the office;


(9)
changes the requirements for renewal credit.
