A BILL

TO AMEND SECTION 56‑1‑2100, AS AMENDED, CODE OF LAWS OF SOUTH CAROLINA, 1976, RELATING TO A COMMERCIAL DRIVER LICENSE, SO AS TO ESTABLISH AN “S” ENDORSEMENT WHICH AUTHORIZES A PERSON TO DRIVE DEPARTMENT OF EDUCATION SCHOOL BUSES OR SCHOOL DISTRICT OWNED ACTIVITY BUSES.

Be it enacted by the General Assembly of the State of South Carolina:

SECTION
1.
Section 56‑1‑2100(B)(2) of the 1976 Code, as last amended by Act 258 of 1998, is further amended to read:



“(2) Endorsements:




(a) ‘H’ authorizes the person to drive a vehicle transporting hazardous materials;




(b) ‘T’ authorizes double trailers;




(c) ‘P’ authorizes driving vehicles carrying passengers;




(d) ‘N’ authorizes driving tank vehicles;




(e) ‘X’ represents a combination of hazardous materials or tank vehicle endorsements, or both;



(f) ‘S’ authorizes the person to drive Department of Education school buses or school district owned activity buses.”
