SUMMARY AS SUBMITTED

BY PROMULGATING AGENCY.

The State Board of Education promulgated amendments to sub‑regulation 43‑51.2, Education Programs.  The regulation will clarify requirements for those individuals seeking a teaching certificate in South Carolina.  The amended regulation:


(1)
specifies the requirement for a complete application and FBI fingerprint review;


(2)
specifies the level of acceptable accreditation for an out‑of‑state approved teacher education program;


(3)
clarifies the areas allowed for out‑of‑state applicants;


(4)
eliminates redundancy and maintains consistency in the certification requirements;


(5)
specifies the type of certificate appropriate for Critical Needs Teacher Preparation.
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
