Whereas, Ryan Sims was a three‑year starter at the University of North Carolina and earned All‑Atlantic Coast Conference honors and All‑American recognition; and

Whereas, he was named Defensive Most Valuable Player in the Peach Bowl against Auburn and was selected first team All‑ACC his senior year; and

Whereas, as part of the North Carolina defense, he allowed less than one hundred yards rushing in six of twelve games, including a season‑low fifty‑two yards against North Carolina State University; he had a total of fifty‑one tackles and twenty‑three solo tackles in the regular season; and he had a team‑high twenty quarterback hurries and was credited with four pass deflections; and

Whereas, Ryan Sims recently hosted a children’s show on Nickelodeon and was featured in Sports Illustrated and Ebony Magazine’s most eligible bachelors section; and

Whereas, Ryan Sims has brought positive recognition to the State of South Carolina, and the members of the House of Representatives are proud to recognize him for his achievements in football.  Now, therefore,
