Whereas, exhibiting leadership as well as experience as a teacher, “Judi” Askins has served her students and her school well as a National Honor Society Sponsor, as a Gifted and Talented Coordinator, and in connection with World Literature Advanced Vocabulary and Creative Writing programs.  She helped design the original Humanities Course, with the main focus on improving writing at Chapin High School; and

Whereas, exhibiting dedication and commitment to her students and both public and private education over many years, it is not surprising that “Judi” Askins describes her proudest moment over a long and distinguished career as when Chapin High School won an Exemplary Writing Award.
